Barrier 1: Lack of Diverse Representation
· Recruit Diverse Staff and Mentors:
· Partner with local organizations to identify and recruit diverse professionals as mentors, speakers and program staff.
· Highlight role models from various racial, cultural, socioeconomic and gender identities to ensure youth feel represented.
· Inclusive Marketing Materials
· Create promotional materials featuring diverse youth and professionals.
· Use inclusive language and images to reflect the program’s commitment to equity.
· Engage Community Partners
· Collaborate with organizations serving underrepresented groups to inform program design and outreach.
· Host community events to build trust and visibility among diverse populations.
Barrier 2: Program Structures That Exclude Marginalized Youth 
· Flexible Scheduling
· Offering workshops and events at various times, including evenings and weekends, to accommodate youth with caregiving responsibilities or other commitments.
· Provide recorded sessions for youth who cannot attend live events.
· Hybrid Participation Options:
· Incorporate virtual options for youth who cannot attend in person.
· Provide stipends or reimbursements for transportation and childcare to reduce barriers.
· Culturally Responsive Programming: 
· Tailored content to reflect the diverse cultural linguistic backgrounds of participants. 
·  Offer translation services and materials in multiple languages Next paragraph. 
Barrier 3: Limited Accessibility for Youth with Disabilities
·  Accessible Facilities: 
· Ensure program locations are fully ADA compliant, including elevators, ramps, and accessible restrooms. 
· Conduct accessibility audits to identify and address physical barriers. 
· Accessible Materials:
· Provide materials in multiple formats such as large print, Braille, or digital files compatible with screen readers. 
· Use captions and transcriptions for videos and virtual sessions.
